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Parliament voted today on two reports of the Rapporteur, Mr BUZEK (PPE-DE/PL), on:

· the 7th Framework Programme (FP7) of the European Community (EC) for Research, Technological Development and Demonstration Activities (RTDD) (2007 to 2013), and on
· the 7th Framework Programme of the European Atomic Energy Community (Euratom) for Nuclear Research and Training Activities (2007 to 2011).

The report on the EC Programme was adopted by a very broad majority and the report on the Euratom Programme by 457 votes in favour, 97 votes against and 22 abstentions, thus approving both programmes as amended. In total, about 285 amendments were put forward to the EC Programme and 23 amendments to the Euratom Programme, which did, however, not change the overall balance of the programmes.
