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Project title: Access and usefulness of data from international databases i order to conduct Health Impact Assessment (HIA) of Outdoor Air Pollution (OAP).

Objectives: Search availability of data from international databases on health and air pollution  indicators as proposed in APHEIS in order to conduct HIA of OAP. Find out what data related to air pollution or health at the international databases fulfil APHEIS quality control requirements. Compare if the availability for each health indicators related to an specific air pollution indicator are comparable and have been proposed at the same level (national, regional or city level). 

Study area : all Apheis cities

Proposed methodology:

1. Search for health indicators and air pollution indicators proposed by APHEIS  in international databases beeing used in other European projects (ENHIS) (p. ex. EUROSTAT, AIRBASE…)

2. Analyse the data availability: geographic level of each indicator and quality criteria of the international databases for each set of indicators.

3. Comparative case-study between HIA findings obtained using data from international databases and locally generated or obtained data.

Required data:

Air pollution : all APHEIS indicators

Health indicators: mortality and morbidity indicators related to air pollution as being defined in APHEIS.

Expected results: Improve availability and comparability of health data and air pollution data in international databases to make HIA of  OAP. Case-study comparing HIA results obtained with the local data and data from international databases, when available both data sets.
